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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP SPECIAL MEETING
BOARD OF AUDIT
February 25, 2008

Present – Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence, Jim Oliver and Paul Vollkommer.  

Call to Order – Chairman Bryan Lawrence called the Baldwin Township Board of Audit meeting to order at 6:11 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Perform 2007 Annual Board of Audit – Bryan Lawrence informed the board that the 2007 audit has not yet been completed by Schlenner Wenner & Associates.  The board reviewed the 2007 receipt list.  The total receipts for 2007 were $1,105,726.74.  The board did not pull any receipts as there were no questions.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to accept the 2007 receipts as presented.  Upon roll call vote: In favor: Dotseth, Oliver, Kriesel, Lawrence; Opposed: Vollkommer.  The motion carried.
The board reviewed the 2007 disbursement list.  The total disbursements for 2007 were $1,073,530.06.  Paul Vollkommer requested that check number 11556 in the amount of $187,000.00, West Branch Construction, be reviewed.  Discussion followed regarding allowing payment to a contractor in 2007 for projects completed in 2006.  Vollkommer discussed the 2006 audit that had been done by the State of Minnesota Auditor’s office.  A portion of the audit states that road and bridge expended $602,394 in 2006.  He stated that the audit should have been done on a cash basis not an accrual basis.  Bryan Lawrence explained that a carryover is essential to make it to the county payment to the township in June.  Vollkommer then stated that an accrual system is better.  Jeff Dotseth asked what the solution would be.  It was determined that clarification of what portion of the 2006 audit matches the township cash balance sheet needs to be obtained by the state auditor’s office and possibly invite the auditors to the Annual Meeting.  Jim Oliver requested that check number 11904 in the amount of $6,259.28, Anderson, Inc. be reviewed.  After the board reviewed both disbursements, a motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to accept the 2007 disbursements as presented.  Upon roll call vote: In favor: Dotseth, Oliver, Kriesel, Lawrence; Opposed: Vollkommer.  The motion carried.
Adjourn – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Paul Vollkommer to adjourn at 6:55 p.m.  On the vote: Ayes - 5; Nays – 0.  The motion carried unanimously.
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
