BALDWIN TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING
July 10, 2006
Present –Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence and Paul Vollkommer.

Call to Order – The July 10, 2006 regular meeting of Baldwin Township was called to order by Chairman Bryan Lawrence at 7:01 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Additions/Corrections to Agenda – Bryan Lawrence requested that “Road Report” be moved permanently to the Tuesday night meeting agenda.

Approval of Regular Meeting Agenda With/Without Additions/Corrections – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the regular meeting agenda with correction.  Motion carried.
June 2006 Final Treasurer’s Report – The Clerk/Treasurer reported receipts of $254,854.60 and disbursements of $106,905.17, check numbers 10913 – 11013, leaving a balance of $294,522.59.  The June 2006 final Treasurer’s report was accepted subject to audit.

July 2006 Preliminary Treasurer’s Report – The Clerk/Treasurer reported receipts of $3,787.03 and disbursements of $66,567.98, check numbers 11014 – 11063, leaving a preliminary balance of $231,808.08.  The July 2006 preliminary Treasurer’s Report was approved as presented.

Sheriff’s Report – It was reported that there were 231 incidents in Baldwin in the month of June.  There was discussion about the ‘Park and Ride’ lot south of the City of Princeton, the county wide decrease in meth manufacturing, and the amount of thefts in the area.
Bryan Lawrence introduced John Riebel, Sherburne County Commissioner, to the audience.
Approval of Consent Agenda – A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Paul Vollkommer to approve:

Motion carried.
Open Forum for Citizens – None.
OLD BUSINESS:

Road Report – Lester Kriesel reported that Baldwin Township is still in the process of mowing ditches.  283rd Avenue road work will be started this week.  Tree trimming is also being done since there are a lot of trees hanging over the roads.  The gravel work for 142nd Street is not yet done.  Lake Diann area bids are being accepted.  There are residents who are against paving Elk Lake Estates.  Bryan Lawrence said that last month residents of Elk Lake Estates attended the Town Board meeting, and are now taking a petition around to obtain over 50% signatures to establish a Subordinate Service District.  If a district was formed it would take approximately 1-1/2 years before the work would get done.  There was discussion regarding costs.  
Bryan Lawrence suggested moving the road report to Tuesday nights.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to move the road report to the Tuesday night meetings.  Motion carried.
A resident asked about speed signs that had been requested for the Elk Lake Estates area.  The signs have not been received yet.
Fire Department Report – Ross Martin reported 19 calls in the month of June.  The shed fire in Zimmerman was a total loss.
Park Committee Report – Dave Patten reported that the slab was poured for the pergola in the Town Hall park.  The cost for the concrete is $490.20, and total cost for the project $590.51.  Patten said that Terry Carlile would get the black dirt, and he was asked to spray to poison ivy.  Patten presented to the Princeton City Council the Riverside Park enhancement, and gave handouts to the Baldwin Town Board.  He said that he told the Princeton Council that they should be working with the surrounding townships.  A huge part concerns the trail system.  There was discussion regarding how this would benefit the whole community.
Lester Kriesel said they will be out mowing the Young property.  Dave Patten went out and staked out the parking area of the Young property.
Approve/Disapprove Master Plan for Young Property – The master plan for the Young property is not yet completed.  Jeff Holm said a date will be announced in the next newsletter for a public session regarding expectations for the park.  Eleanor Rittenour said it would be great if other projects are planned to get the information in the newsletter so that citizens/volunteers can help out.  There was discussion regarding having a community park day at the Young property and taking the pole barn sides off to open it up for a park shelter.  This agenda item will be moved to October.
County Planning & Zoning Representative Report – Jess Hall said that most of the time spent was with discussion about gravel pit items.  Clint Corrow’s four lot development was approved with some conditions.  Hall reviewed the county conditions for the Corrow plat.  There was discussion regarding revising the animal ordinance and kennel licensing, and revisions to the planning and zoning ordinances revisions.  
Discuss Revising Animal Ordinance with Animal Control Officer- Animal Control officer Roland Thompson was present.  There was discussion regarding the fact that licensing of dogs would generate revenue for the Township.  According to Thompson most of the animals have rabies tags.  Picking up cats is an animal control issue.  At this time it was decided that no revisions to the animal control ordinance will be made.
Review 2007 Levy Amounts – Tabled to later in the meeting.
Safety & Security for Employees – According to Lester Kriesel, outside cameras would cost about $500 - $600.  Jeff Dotseth said he would like to see two additional cameras that would record the meeting hall and the hallway.  Dave Patten suggested using Tierney Brothers.  An entire system could be purchased for $1,000.  Patten will work with Kriesel on this project.
NEW BUSINESS:  
Approve/Disapprove Renewal of Tobacco License for Fairway Shores Golf                             Course, Finish Line Café and Ridgewood Bay Resort – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the renewal of the tobacco license for Fairway Shores Golf Course, Finish Line Café and Ridgewood Bay Resort.  Motion carried.
Township Comments on Proposed County Private/Commercial Kennel            Ordinance – Jess Hall reviewed with the Township Board what was said at the county level.  Town Board comment – ‘No Comment’.
Approve/Disapprove Purchase of Tax Forfeited Parcels, Elk Lake Estates Lot 9,                                 Block 3; Birch Acres Lot 10, Block 3 and Deerwood Acres Outlot B and Part of                                  Outlot C – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the purchase of the tax forfeited parcels of Elk Lake Estates Lot 9, Block 3; Birch Acres Lot 10, Block 3 and Deerwood Acres Outlot B and part of Outlot C.  Discussion:  Jess Hall said that previously the county lowered the price and it can be negotiated.  Bryan Lawrence suggested that Baldwin not purchase the Deerwood Acres piece.  Jeff Dotseth accepted the amendment not to purchase the Deerwood Acres piece.  Negotiating will be done by Jess Hall.  It was decided to purchase the two lots of Elk Lake Estates and Birch Acres only.  Motion carried with the amendment.
Schedule Reviews for Deputy Clerk and Fire Chief – The review for the deputy clerk will be Monday August 7 at 6:00 p.m.  The review for the fire chief will be Tuesday August 8 at 6:00 p.m.  
Clerk Requests Vacation Days of August 7th & August 11th – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to grant the request of the clerk to have vacation days on August 7 and August 11.  Motion carried.
Review 2007 Levy Amounts – It was suggested by Jeff Dotseth that the Town Board wait to receive the budget from the fire department before any decisions are made.  It is the intent that the Township would take responsibility for all property and pay for all capital expenses.  Equipment is a fire department issue.  Lawrence said that equipment was presented as all capital; therefore the Township should own and pay for it and questioned why it would be separated out at this time.  Jess Hall said the biggest reason for the review is that asphalt costs have increased and the road and bridge fund had been decreased.  Jeff Dotseth said he would like all funds to be budgeted by line item.  It was decided to have the fire chief in attendance.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to table until the fire budget has been received.  Motion carried.
