PARK COMMITTEE MEETING

May 18, 2004
The Baldwin Township Park Committee met on Tuesday, May 18, 2004, at the Baldwin Town Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 7:08 PM by Kim Good, Chair.

Pre-Meeting Committee Candidate Interviews
Note:  Before the formal meeting, the committee met individually with two Park Committee candidates, Dave Bartz and Tony Stith.  We asked each candidate a predetermined series of questions and answered any questions they had about serving on the Park Committee.

Additions to Agenda

There were no additions to the agenda.
Minutes

Kim Good moved and Dave Patten seconded the motion that the April 20 minutes be approved.  All in favor; motion carried.  
Town Hall Park – Opportunity to Work with Eagle Scout Candidates
Mike Granberg, Scoutmaster (763-389-7856 or 612-201-3010), and son Trevor, Troop 16 member and Eagle Scout candidate, attended the meeting to discuss Eagle Scout service project possibilities with the committee.  Trevor and John Christenson, another troop member, are looking for Eagle Scout service projects.  After reviewing proposed Town Hall Park plans and surveying the area to be used for the park, the Granbergs suggested two appropriate projects:  (1) build horseshoe pits and (2) construct volleyball courts.  

Eagle Scout service projects are to involve community service.  The scout raises needed funds, plans, and then carries out the project.  Trevor and John would like to complete their projects this summer.  Planning and organizing would be completed first, with construction to take place in August.  Dave Patten will email Mike the dimensions and plan for the park.  Trevor and John will attend the June 7 Town Board meeting to present their proposal.  The Park Committee is excited to have this help with the park.
Presentations by Developers

Preserve at Baldwin, Phase 2 – Preliminary Plat – Scott Berg
This plat involves 80 acres of the Gove property, located on the north side of county road 38 at the Isanti County border in Section 13.  Streets included in the plat are 308th Avenue NW and 98th Street NW.  The plat consists of one existing home and 14 proposed lots with average size of 3.5 – 5 acres each.  Phase 2 will be coming in June.  Sue Hix moved and Kim Good seconded a motion to recommend accepting park fees.  All in favor; motion carried.
Hudak Estates – Bob Essig
Although nobody was present to represent this plat, the committee reviewed the information that was available.  This is a lot split resulting in 3 new lots.  Location is north of county road 9 on county road 19 by 279th Avenue.  Sue Hix moved and David Patten seconded a motion to recommend accepting park fees.  All in favor; motion carried.
Sandy Lake Public Accesses

Sue Hix followed up on questions remaining after the April 14 meeting at Sandy Lake with Jon Bogart, township engineer, and Trig Hanson, DNR.  (1) The DNR will NOT be providing any support, except technical advice, to improve the north access to be used as a boat launch.  (2) Meanwhile, Jon Bogart’s staff will be completing a survey on the south access.  Jon will also set up a meeting with Patty Fowler, DNR, and county Planning and Zoning staff regarding questions remaining about the north and south accesses.
The committee conversed with 3 Sandy Lake residents at the meeting.  The residents suggested that privacy fences on the north and south access borders would probably be viewed as very positive additions by neighboring residents.  Committee members pointed out that cost would be a factor and also wondered how close a fence can be put to a lake.  Everyone agreed that the priority area for improvement should be the north access since it is in the worst condition.  The residents said that their lake association may help with access maintenance if the township improves them to a quality standard.  They would likely be willing to empty trash cans and the like.  The association is meeting on June 20.
Proposed Cantlin Lake Park
Information for appraisal(s) for land for the proposed Cantlin Lake park was given to the appraisers on May 11, and appraisal(s) should be delivered by the second week in June.
New Committee Member Applicants
Interviews of the two applicants, Dave Bartz and Tony Stith, were completed before the regular meeting.  The committee will consider the applications with the intention of making a recommendation to the Town Board at their meeting on June 7.  Both applicants are interested and have skills that would benefit the Park Committee.
Town Hall Park
Dave Patten has incorporated an area for a skate park into the Town Hall Park plans.  He also brought brochures showing modules for skate parks.  In addition, he presented information about playground equipment modules that are available.
Other related news:  (1) Dave says the grading plan will be done within a couple of week.  (2) Sue Hix reported that Jess Hall had told her that Bauerly offers discounts on paving work they do for parks.
