BOARD OF REVIEW & EQUALIZATION

April 14, 2005

Present – Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel and Eleanor Rittenour.  

Call to Order – The Baldwin Township Board of Review & Equalization was called to order by Vice-Chairman Jess Hall at 3:02 p.m. 

The Sherburne County Assessor, Gerald Kritzeck, and his staff presented an overview of the current assessed values in Baldwin and building permit activity for 2004.  Kritzeck indicated that the county is now at a 100% sales ratio, and that Baldwin has a 82.699% tax rate, which is one of the lowest in the county.  There was a countywide raise of 5% on building values with residential land values at 11%, an average increase of 20% on lakeshore values, and an agricultural increase of between 13 – 20% depending on the agricultural category.  

Glenn Olson, Parcel # 01-004-3305 – Mr. Olson’s concern was that his 10.5 acres has now dropped to 9.13 acres on his tax statement.  He said that he lost enough land to not qualify for agricultural.  He questioned why he lost the acreage.  Mr. Kritzeck said that the state law states that agricultural classification is ten (10) contiguous acres and that Olson apparently never did have the ten acres.  Kritzeck said that county crews completed surveying the county, and with a combination with the GIS, they can now determine and pinpoint with accuracy where property lines are.  Mr. Olson’s land should have been showing 9.3 acres all these years.  Kritzeck stated that the Olson’s will not be required to repay green acres.
Chairman Bryan Lawrence arrived at 3:17 p.m.

No action was taken by the Town Board.

A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to adjourn the annual Board of Review and Equalization at 3:35 p.m.  Motion carried.
