Call to Order – Chairman Bryan Lawrence called the regular meeting of Baldwin Township to order at 7:01 p.m. on July 11, 2006.

Open Forum for Citizens – None.
OLD BUSINESS:

Re-Review of 142nd Street Quote – Jon Bogart gave a status update of the project.  He went out with the contractor today and the contractor will be out to the site on Monday with a small dozer.  Jon Bogart reported on the Elk Lake overlay project.  The costs for drainage and crushed concrete is $77,708, then add $65,000 for bituminous.  Most of the areas just have crushed concrete placed, and some areas need attention to drainage.  This would cover all of Elk Lake Estates, and would be the area that the Township would invest dirt work in anyway.  According to Bogart these dollar figures don’t represent any widening of the roads.

The north ½ of 125th Street is approved.  283rd  Avenue is OK.  305th Avenue is held.  Lake Diann and 142nd Street is going forward.  It was decided not to lease cracksealing equipment from the county this time of year.  A cul-de-sac on the south end of 284th Avenue will be built for the use of the snowplow.  The west side of Elk Lake at the Oak Grove Point could use a few loads of class 5 and a tree removed.  Striping has only been done on 277th Avenue.  Striping is needed on 285th Avenue.  Sinkholes on east Elk Lake Road have not been taken care of.  Improvement will be needed in the Lake Diann area as the road is slipping in.  The Elk Lake Estates area needs to be addressed.  Dirt work in the Elk Lake Estates area would minimize some of the drainage issues.  Jess Hall would like to see some engineering work on the west side of Elk Lake.
A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Lester Kriesel to take the $60,000 earmarked for 305th Avenue to invest in the Elk Lake area.   
Minimal engineering was done on the north end of Elk Lake. Until proposal is received, Jess Hall withdrew the above motion.  The proposal will be ready by the August Town Board meeting.

* For an additional $25,000, we could probably add 303rd Avenue to list of projects, or we could start some engineering work on Elk Lake Road and/or 100th Street.  It would still leave us with approximately $100,000 unspent in our Road and Bridge account.

Bryan Lawrence disagreed with the rebuilding of the east Elk Lake road and would like to try to piggyback with the county work scheduled for next year.  Jeff Dotseth asked about the estimated cost of $405,000 for the road projects for 2007 when the levy is set at $289,000.  He wondered where the money is for contingencies.  Bryan Lawrence suggested adding 305th Avenue o the 2007 list.
A resident voiced concerns regarding the 279th Avenue project.  Jon Bogart, Lester Kriesel and Jess Hall will meet out on site to again review a potential water drainage problem.  
Presentation of Subordinate Service District Petition for Elk Lake Estates – There has only been a 22% response.  Jeff Dotseth said he would like to see a subordinate service district in all of Elk Lake Estates, not portions of the area.  Bryan Lawrence said that if 51% is reached, it would go on the agenda and presented to the Town Board.  If the 51% is not reached, the subordinate service district will not go through.  Without a subordinate service district the engineering will not be completed, the dirt work will not be prepped for asphalt, and the drainage issues would not be taken care of.  The 15 mph road signs have not yet been received by the Township.
NEW BUSINESS:

Request for Vacation of Easement, Battle Brook 3rd Addition, Section 20 –  A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Paul Vollkommer to approve the petition requesting the vacation of a utility and drainage easement in Battle Brook 3rd Addition, Section 20 by Gerald and Christine Stuck so that they can build a deck.  Motion carried.
Schedule Public Hearing for Vacation of Easement, Battle Brook 3rd Addition, Section 20 – A public hearing for the vacation of the utility and drainage easement in Battle Brook 3rd Addition, Section 20 is scheduled for August 8th at 8:00 p.m.
Schedule Town Board Meeting to Open & Award Sealed Bids for Forest Hills Area Road Improvement – A special Town Board meeting to open and award sealed bids for Forest Hills area road improvement is scheduled for 7:00 p.m. on July 17, 2006.
Approve/Disapprove Adopting Sherburne County’s Revised Ordinances – Bryan Lawrence gave a brief synopsis of his meeting with Kathleen Heaney, Sherburne County Attorney, Nancy Riddle, Sherburne County Zoning, Jon Bogart  and Jeff Dotseth  at the county.  The Township is operating independently with joint powers with the county.  The county is a contract assistant.  Lawrence suggested adopting the planning and zoning ordinances as revised, and to do so on a periodic basis.  The Township is now not operating with a new cluster standard.  Kathleen Heaney had suggested that the Township adopt Sherburne County’s revised ordinances.  The main reason is for future positioning, and to avoid potential annexation.  According to Bryan Lawrence it would be a buffer to disallow the city to zone into the Township.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to table adopting the Sherburne County revised ordinances until the August Town Board meeting.  Motion carried.
Review Current Insurance Limit and Increase if Necessary – The idea of reviewing the current insurance limit was triggered after a meeting with Nancy Riddle and Kathleen Heaney.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Jess Hall to add a planning and zoning endorsement.  Motion carried.  It was suggested to invite Heaney and Riddle to the 17th of July meeting.
CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS – None.
PLATS:
Pheasant Meadows, Final Plat – A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the final plat for Pheasant Meadows with no additional Township comments.  Motion carried.
Lencioni Estates 2nd Addition, Preliminary & Final Simple Plat – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jess Hall to approve the preliminary and final simple plat of  Lencioni Estates 2nd with the following comments:  None.  Motion carried, with Jeff Dotseth abstaining.
Deer Path 2nd Addition, Approve Renewing Letter of Credit – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the renewing of the letter of credit for Deer Path 2nd.  Motion carried.
Heather Ridge, Approve Renewing Letter of Credit – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Jess Hall to approve the renewing of the letter of credit for Heather Ridge.  Motion carried.
Hidden Hollow, Approve Releasing Letter of Credit and End Road Warranty – A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Lester Kriesel to wait until all punch list items have been addressed, and to extend the road warranty for Hidden Hollow.  Motion carried.
Highland Farms 1 & 2, Approve Releasing Letter of Credit and End Road Warranty Since all drainage issues have not been addressed, a motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jess Hall to table the Highland Farms 1 & 2 letter of credit release and ending of the  road warranty until October.  Motion carried.
Preserve at Baldwin 1 & 2, Approve Renewing Letter of Credit – A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Paul Vollkommer to renew and reduce the letter of credit for Preserve at Baldwin 1 & 2.  Motion carried.   A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to begin the road warranty for Preserve at Baldwin 1 & 2.  Motion carried.

Baldwin Forest, Approve Release of Cash Escrow – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to retain the cash escrow for Baldwin Forest.  Motion carried.
Country Pines 1st, Approve Release of Cash Escrow – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jess Hall to retain the cash escrow for Country Pines 1st.  Motion carried.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS:
A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Paul Vollkommer to purchase a DVD/VCR for the town hall.  Motion carried.
There were questions regarding check number 11053 and check number 11046.  A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jess Hall to approve check numbers 11064 to 11092 with  the total of $8,183.80.  Motion carried.  Paul Vollkommer abstained.
Brian Bumgarner asked it to be clarified in the June 13, 2006 Town Board  minutes that the route for the skidster was specifically chosen to avoid his  drainfield.
