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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING

January 6, 2004

Present - Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence and Eleanor Rittenour

Call to Order - The January conditional use permit and developer plat meeting of the Town of Baldwin was called to order by Chairman Jess Hall at 7:03 p.m.

Pledge - All citizens present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Additions/Corrections to Agenda – Added as “c” under Old Business is “Sandy Lake Old Survey”.  Item “a” under Old Business, “Approve/Disapprove Revised Engineering Standards and Developers Agreements” and item “b” under Old Business, “Review Generic Bid Form” was moved to “f” and “g” under Plats.  

OLD BUSINESS:

Approve/Disapprove Revised Engineering Standards & Developers Agreements – Jess Hall reviewed some notes he had made on the Engineering Standards.  Since numbers 14 and 15 of the Engineering Standards state and …….. ‘a seven inches (7”) of aggregate base’, Jess hall questioned why number 16 does not state the same.  Jess Hall questioned that number 12 of the Engineering Standards should be spelled out in greater detail.  Jess Hall questioned why number 1 of the Engineering Standards doesn’t call for 100 feet of right-of-way dedication.  Jon Bogart said he would talk to the County and determine a justification for a 100-foot right-of-way.  To be more definitive, the words ‘may’, ‘might’s’, etc. should be taken out of the Engineering Standards completely.  

Sandy Lake Survey – Jon Bogart will check with Mike Trunk of Polaris Land Surveying to determine if the survey information on the north access of Sandy Lake is available.

NEW BUSINESS:

Erosion Problem on Perry/Schumacher Property – Jon Bogart met with Ross Perry to investigate the erosion problem that Ross Perry feels was created by the tarring of the road and heavy equipment in the area when his septic system was repaired.  Jon Bogart found that the road has a crown along with Ross Perry’s garage sits below the road and that when the road was paved, it brought the level up 1 – 2 inches.  Jon suggested a solution of creating sets of gravel “steps”.  He has a concern of water going into the neighbor’s home.  Ross Perry wants a solution and for the Township to take liability.  Jeff Dotseth questioned if Mr. Perry had a water problem prior to the road being paved.  Mr. Perry replied “no”.  It was suggested that Ross Perry contact Sherburne County Soil and Water Conservation and have them help create a plan for him.  Usually it is the homeowner who takes care of their own problem.  A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Lester Kriesel to draft a letter to Nicola Blake-Bradley, Joe St. Dennis and Sherburne County Soil & Water stating that the Township agrees with Mr. Perry’s plan as he has submitted to the Township, as this would help divert any water.  The Town Board wants the issue resolved so Mr. Perry can build his garage.  Motion carried.

Incorporation Update – Ross Perry requested an update of the incorporation issue.  He is an advocate of incorporation.  Eleanor Rittenour says that there will be a Planning & Zoning Investigative Committee report at the annual meeting.  Ross stated he wants information on incorporation that would include the pros and cons submitted in writing prior to the Annual Meeting.

Discuss Sandy Lake Drainage – Vern McDonald discussed with the Town Board that his property is affected by natural drainage, which is blocked by the road at Sandy Lake.  Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel and Jon Bogart will go out and evaluate the situation.  

CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS:

Gravel Mining over 10,000 Cubic Yards, ML Schendzielos & Son, Inc. – The work will be taking place on the Peter & Debra Jensen property located off of 136th Street.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to forward the following comments to the County: 1) Make sure roads are back to at least original condition, and 2) Notify neighbors. Motion carried with Bryan Lawrence abstaining.

PLATS:

Sketch Plan, Section 1, 28 Acres – Mark Woolston, G.P. Land Development, to present the sketch plan.  A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to forward the following comments to the County: 1) Township engineer sees no problem, and 2) Motion to recommend approval.  Motion carried.

Prairie Hill Lake, Discuss Approving/Disapproving Road Warranty – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve a one-year road warranty for Prairie Hill Lake contingent upon a letter of approval from Bogart, Pederson & Associates.  Motion carried.

Deer Trail 2nd Addition, Authorize Trail Reimbursement from County Park Dedication Fees - A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Bryan Lawrence to authorize trail reimbursement from the County park dedication fees for Deer Trail 2nd Addition.  Motion carried.  The Clerk will generate a written request to Sherburne County.


Deer Trail 3rd Addition, Path Easement – Discussion was held regarding the width of the easement.  Should the Township allow the easement to be reduced from 70 feet to 40 feet.  Jess Hall went to the County and found out that the plat has not yet been recorded.  The Town Board questioned how the lot to the south could be sold.  The County also told Jess that the Outlot (or easement) is owned by Gerald Smith, the developer.  There is nothing the Township can do yet. 

Forest Hills, Approve/Disapprove Submitting Ziegler Construction Claim Prior to Dissolving – A motion was made by Eleanor Rittenour and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve submitting a claim of $1,077.50 to Ziegler Construction Company’s attorney prior to the dissolution of the company.  Motion carried with Jeff Dotseth abstaining.  

Approve/Disapprove Revised Engineering Standard & Developers Agreements – The review of the changes for revising the engineering standards and developers agreements will be added to the January 22, 2004 budget meeting.

Review Generic Bid Form – This item will be added to the January 22, 2004 budget meeting.
