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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP REGULAR MEETING

May 4, 2004

Present - Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence and Eleanor Rittenour
Call to Order/Reconvene - The May 4, 2004 Regular Meeting of the Town of Baldwin was called to order by Jess Hall at 7:03 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the pledge of allegiance.

Additions/Corrections to Agenda – None.

OLD BUSINESS:

Approve/Disapprove Revising Engineering Standard #24 – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth to delete #24 of the Engineering Standard which states:

“An 18-inch by 12-foot long bituminous driveway wing and culvert are to be installed by the developer for each lot within the plat.” 

Lester Kriesel seconded the motion.  Bryan Lawrence and Eleanor Rittenour were contrary to the motion.  Jess Hall was in favor.  Motion carried.

Fire Department - Fire Chief Mark Bennett thanked the Baldwin Town Board for the donation to the fire department relief association for their work on Clean-Up Day.

Gravel on Elk Lake Accesses – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to have Lester Kriesel and Jess Hall inspect the Elk Lake Accesses and obtain gravel, if needed.  Motion carried.

Driveway Issue - Bryan Lawrence inquired how the Township could require all driveways be paved or concreted.  Jon Bogart will do some research on this subject and it will be added to the June agenda.

NEW BUSINESS:

Clean Up Day Scrap Metal Vendor – Jess Hall reported that there were few complaints with the current vendor used to collect scrap metal on clean-up day.  There was discussion about obtaining a different vendor for scrap metal for future clean-up days.  A motion was made by Eleanor Rittenour and seconded by Lester Kriesel to investigate another salvage dealer for next year’s clean-up day.  Motion carried.  Discussion followed.  Richard Orrock mentioned that the Fire Department could sell the salvage material and make money for the Fire Department.  Bryan Lawrence amended the motion to include looking at options for scrap.  Eleanor Rittenour furthered amended the motion to delete salvage dealer.

PLATS:

Heather Ridge, Section 31, Preliminary Plat – Representatives from the Minnesota Development Agency were present.  A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve Heather Ridge, Section 31, Preliminary Plat with the following comments:  1) Must meet all engineering comments per his letter dated May 4, 2004, except relocating road to N.E. corner.  2) Cul-de-sac on adjoining plat to be restored to original condition (as per existing property).  Motion carried.

Preserve at Baldwin Phase 2, Section 13, Sketch Plan – Scott Berg, developer, was present.  The Township comments to Preserve at Baldwin Phase 2 sketch plan were:  1) Road should extend to north property line.  2) Have engineer check for loop road to east off the main N-S road.  3) Soil scientist boring results to be attached to plat.

Stone Sheep Crossing, Section 1, Revised Preliminary Plat – A motion was made by Bryan Lawrence and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve Stone Sheep Crossing, Section 1, Revised Preliminary Plat with the following comments:  None as most of the preliminary plat issues had been addressed by the developer.  Motion carried.

Hudak Estates, Section 24, Sketch Plan – Bob Essig, developer, was present.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to keep Jon Bogart as the engineer for the Bob Essig project.  Eleanor Rittenour was contrary to the motion.  Motion carried.  Comments for Hudak Estates, Section 24:  None.  

Richard Orrock, Sketch Plan of Simple Plat, Section 35 – Mr. Orrock stated that he is creating 2 new lots.  The Town Board wondered if the 2 new lots would be considered an administrative split by the County and urged Mr. Orrock to check.  Comments:  None.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS:

Discuss Orderly Annexation Agreement – The Town Board reviewed and discussed the proposed orderly annexation agreement that they may, or may not, need with their May 6, 2004 meeting with the City of Princeton.
ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Eleanor Rittenour stated that the Historical Society is in need of a board member.  They also need volunteers for marketing and fund-raising committees.

Eleanor Rittenour spoke to Brenda Hoffman regarding funds for a skate park.  Ms. Rittenour will write a letter to the Initiative Foundation.  Jon Bogart will check on engineering drawings for a skate park.

Adjournment – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Bryan Lawrence to adjourn at 8:50 p.m.  Motion carried.
