BOARD OF CANVASS

March 10, 2005

Present – Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel and Eleanor Rittenour.  Supervisor absent:  Bryan Lawrence.

Call to Order – The March 10, 2005 Board of Canvass meeting of the Town of Baldwin was called to order by Chairman Jess Hall at 6:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Canvass Election Results – Supervisor “C” results:  Total votes: 189.  

Jeff A. Dotseth – 99 votes

John A. Frantesl - 33 votes

Paul Vollkommer – 57 votes

A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve the canvassed election results for Supervisor “C” with Jeff A. Dotseth the winner.  Motion carried with Jeff Dotseth abstaining.   

Discuss Commercial Dog Kennel License Ordinance/Procedure – The Clerk provided the Town Board with an example of a kennel license and a dog ordinance from other municipalities.  Baldwin Township’s ordinance does not have any set fees associated with a license.  The Clerk had received a call from a resident complaining about a neighbor having five (5) doges with no kennel license.  The Town Board instructed the Clerk to call the person who had complained and inform them that Baldwin’s animal control officer, Roland Thompson, had visited the property and found no problems.  A commercial kennel license would require a county conditional use permit.  No further action taken.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS:

The Town Board discussed the cul-de-sac in Rolling Oaks Estates and the road tie-in with Nordwall Estates 2nd Addition.  Lester Kriesel and Terry Carlile went out and looked at the area yesterday.

Lester Kriesel informed the Town Board that the Township engineer,  Jon Bogart and Terry Carlile will be meeting with the property owner on west side of Elk Lake regarding drainage issues on Friday of this week.  

The Town Board discussed headwalls.  

The Town Board discussed their reaction to the Annual Meeting.

Lester Kriesel informed the Town Board that the scrap metal vendor will be charging $400.00 this year as they are only available on Saturday afternoon or Sunday to pick up the scrap metal.

The hot mix trailer is on order and will be ready in time for summer road patching.
