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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP SPECIAL MEEING
JOINT MEETING WITH PARK COMMITTEE

June 20, 2006
Present – Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel and Bryan Lawrence.  Supervisor Paul Vollkommer absent.  Park Committee members present: Dave Patten, Mike Seurer, Jeff Holm, Mark Fredrickson.  Kim Good arrived at 6:09 p.m.

Call to Order – The joint special meeting with the Park Committee of Baldwin Township was called to order by Chairman Bryan Lawrence at 6:03 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Additions/Corrections to Agenda – None.  A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jess Hall to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.
Discuss Town Hall Site Plan – Dave Patten stated that concrete price is $101.00 per yard plus a $6.00 Saturday delivery change for a total of $428.00.  Kriesel questioned if the Park Committee was working together with the fire department when steps are installed at the back of the fire station.  Patten replied that no one had talked to him yet.  Lawrence stated that he had told firefighter Ross Martin to contact Patten to coordinate the concrete.  Hall suggested that the concrete be poured where the back doors of the fire station will be.  Hall will contact Martin to tell him to contact Patten to coordinate the concrete.  Patten stated that a minimum 16’ x 14’ pad is needed.  He would prefer a 16’ x 20’ pad so tables could sit out and there would be concrete for the benches to be placed on.  The concrete would need to be 4” thick.  Seurer questioned if fill would be needed.  Dotseth stated that they could contact the Township maintenance personnel for any fill that would be required.  Kriesel stated that the apron behind the fire station needs to be 6” thick.  The date of Saturday, July 8th was determined for placing the concrete.  
Discuss Young Property – Dave Patten stated that he needed to have a few items clarified prior to moving forward on a proposal.  Does the Town Board want the charges hourly not to exceed a certain dollar amount or just a basic lump sum?  Lawrence responded that he wants to see the picture of the plan and the price.  He would like to see the walking trails done this year and the parking area where the house currently is.  Patten stated that they need to have several citizen meetings first.  Dotseth stated that he does not think the public knows where the property is and what is there.  He would rather have the parking east of the house where visibility is better off of County Road 38.  Discussion was held on the walking trails and how they could just be mowed at this time.  Kriesel stated that he will get the permit from the county if the Park Committee gets the parking lot staked out.  Mark Fredrickson suggested that 4’ x 8’ signs be put up stating “Future site of Township park”.  Dotseth suggested that the area be opened up with a few trails then obtain citizen input.  Lawrence stated that the Park Committee could hold the public hearings but believed enough input was received from the Township visioning session.  Dotseth suggested that the committee invite citizens to their regular meeting or hold a “day in the park” to obtain public input.  Patten suggested the date of July 22, 2006 to hold a planning day at the park.  Lawrence suggested that maybe September may be better as a lot of people are out ot town.  A September date could be publicized in the Township newsletter.  Patten stated that sooner would be better than later.  Discussion was held regarding entrance gates and posts.  Seurer suggested that the Town Board and Park Committee visit the site this evening.  Discussion was held regarding the name of the park and possible monument.  
Seurer reviewed the action plan:

· Pick driveway spot

· Fill purchased and installed

· Purchase gates to close all accesses

· Build barrier around parking area

· Install 2 signs to identify the park

· Remove topsoil for parking area but, if temporary, just mow the area where the parking will be

Any Other Business – Dave Patten discussed the proposed park plans that the City of Princeton has had him work on.  
Supervisor Jeff Dotseth left at 7:27 p.m.
Jeff Holm informed the Town Board that the county approved the naming of Lake Margritte on June 6th.  It will take 6 months for the DNR get the paperwork completed.

It is an official lake now.
Adjourn – A motion was made by Lester Kriesel and seconded by Jess Hall to adjourn at 7:42 p.m.  Motion carried.
