Information gathered at the meeting will provide time
for input from Baldwin residents, property owners,
municipalities that border Baldwin township, county
representatives, developers, seasonal homeowners and
others interested in the future of the township.

A professional facilitator will guide the three-hour
meeting to keep it focused and productive. All
suggestions and ideas will be compiled for the purpose
of developing a plan that will guide the township’s
boards of supervisors as development continues in
Baldwin.

Three interested Baldwin residents and all five
supervisors formed a team and attended at least one of
two workshops at the Initiative Foundation, Little Falls,
to learn how to best set up a community visioning
meeting. The purpose is to give opportunity to residents
to voice their views on what is best for the township.

A grant of $2,500 was awarded Baldwin from the
Initiative Foundation/Healthy Communities Partnership
to pay for expenses involved in creating
this opportunity and the board invites everyone
concerned with protecting what is best about living in
our township, yet, facing the realities of
inevitable growth - residential and commerecial.
