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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP MEETING

June 7, 2005

Present – Supervisors Jeff Dotseth, Jess Hall, Lester Kriesel, Bryan Lawrence and Eleanor Rittenour.

Call to Order – The Baldwin Township regular meeting of June 7, 2005 was called to order by Chairman Bryan Lawrence at 7:09 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance – All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Additions/Corrections to Agenda – A motion was made by Lester Kreisel and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to accept the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Open Forum for Citizens – Brian Bumgarner brought to the attention of the Town Board the storm water update on 142nd Street.  Bryan Lawrence said that the issue did come up at the Monday June 8th meeting.  He stated that the Town Board has approved investment in a step drainage system for the runoff to go off into the lake.  There were concerns from Baldwin road maintenance personnel and Jon Bogart about silting, and that the Town Board is still looking into the cost.  Lawrence said maybe to put a curb in the front of Bumgarner’s driveway would deter the water into the drainage system.  There are issues about maybe looking into putting a heavier material on the cul-de-sac, or possibly put riprap at the top.  Mr. Bumgarner said the primary source of runoff may not be from the road but may come from the house at the top of the hill.  The house’s downspouts feed into their driveway and then onto the road, which is where the washout on the road begins.  Bumgarner brought videotape in to show the runoff from last Saturday’s rain.  It shows where the road washed out on the west side of his property.  The runoff starts at Othoudts driveway.  Bumgarner said that he would be open to an easement that will carry the water to the west, and that would alleviate the volume of water going down to the lake.

Lawrence said the Township could also be open to check into for something going into the pond area.  He said that an excavator look at the project, and he will be getting a quote to the Township.  Lawrence commented that he is not certain if a curb at the end of the cul-de-sac would be the solution.  Jon Bogart and Dave Schwarting are going to talk to the contractor and obtain the dollar amount.  Schwarting said an easement across would alleviate the flow to the lake, and also alleviate Terry Carlile’s concerns regarding maintenance.

Bumgarner commented that if it is so difficult for the Township to maintain, is there any feasibility in turning the road over to the three property owners.  Jess Hall said that the property has a public easement and is part of the plat.  Mr. Lee asked who would be responsible if someone was hurt on that easement.  Mrs. Lee stated that Jon Bogart had said it was an easement and not a public access.  Lawrence said that according to the plat, it is a deeded public access.  Dave Schwarting commented that the legal description might say public right-of-way.  Eleanor Rittenour commented that the Township could not vacate an easement.

The Clerk brought out the file for Elk Lake Estates.  Bob Gross stated that his office could provide a plat, as there was not one in the Township’s file.

Bryan Lawrence said that the Town Board would entertain the thought of abandoning the roadway.

OLD BUSINESS:

Review/Approve Newsletter – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the newsletter with the addition of availability of Oak Wilt assistance.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:

Discuss Temporary Cul-De-Sac Signs – Jeff Dotseth reported that other developments in other areas are putting in temporary cul-de-sac signs.  To make residents aware of the fact that the cul-de-sac may not be there permanently, he thought it could be added to the developers’ agreement.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to add temporary cul-de-sac signs to the developers’ agreement.  The motion was amended to include temporary road rights-of-way signs along with temporary cul-de-sac signs.  Dave Schwarting suggested checking with Jon Sevald and looking at the cost for signs through the county public works department.  Jess Hall asked if this would apply to those roads where a few years ago when it was the policy that the developer only had to dedicate the road right-of-way but no grading was done.  Then there were some roads that were both dedicated and graded.  Now the roads are blacktopped to the property edge.  Dotseth suggested that we could start with the new developments and then decide if the Town Board wants to go back and install the temporary signs.  Schwarting said the signs cost approximately $50.00.  Motion carried.

Discuss Purchasing Aerial Orthophotography from Sherburne County – Lawrence said that an aerial orthophotography could be purchased at any time.  Dave Schwarting stated that the county has provided these types of maps to the townships at no charge.  He suggested that the Township write a letter stating that they are interested and continue to obtain free of charge as in the past and he will also talk to Brett Forbes.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Jess Hall authorizing the Clerk to write a letter to the county.  Motion carried.

CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS:

Contractors Yard, Section 27 – Mark Nutt is seeking the conditional use permit.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the conditional use permit for a contractors yard with the following comment: 1) Subject to annual review.  Motion carried.

Equipment Storage Building & Offices, Section 4, Superior Jetting, Inc. – Bruce Weaver requested a conditional use permit to construct a 64 x 64 equipment storage building with an office area.  He has a pipeline cleaning business, and the building would be used for equipment storage and light storage.  All the actually work is done at the customer sight.  A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve the conditional use permit for an equipment storage building and offices in Section 4 for Superior Jetting, Inc. with the following comment: 1) Subject to annual review.  Motion carried.

Open 277th Avenue Bids and Review – There were two (2) sealed bids received.

Award 277th Avenue Bid - A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Lester Kriesel to accept the bid of $61,635.75 from Bauerly.  Motion carried.

PLATS:

Simple Plat, Lot 3, Block 3, Preserve at Baldwin – A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Eleanor Rittenour to approve the simple plat, Lot 3, Block 3, Preserve at Baldwin with the following comments: 1) That 307th (future) access is dedicated back to Township.  Note:  This parcel is for future access to eastern property.  (Road to be built at future developer’s expense); and 2) County records should reflect this purpose.  Motion carried.

Concept Plan, Belmont Ridge, Section 27 – Comments to the concept plan, Belmont Ridge, Section 27 for Sheldon Pool included: 1) Concern no second access; and 2) Extend cul-de-sac to north boundary.  

Concept Plan, Section 35 – Comments to the concept plan, Section 35 for Larry and Judy Secord include: 1) Possible connector roads to north and south.  

Lake Ridge Meadows, Section 30, Final Plat – A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Lester Kriesel to approve Lake Ridge Meadows, Section 30, final plat with the following comment: 1) Solve reverse ditch issue and any additional drainage issues.  Motion carried.

Hudak Estates, Request to Reduce Letter of Credit and Begin Road Warranty – A motion was made by Jeff Dotseth and seconded by Jess Hall to approve Hudak Estates request to reduce Letter of Credit and begin road warranty with accountability of granted punch list items.  Motion carried.

Sketch Plan, Section 18 – Jeremy Snow is splitting off the back 6 acres and creating one new lot.  Comment to the sketch plan, Section 18 is: 1) Make sure there is enough area for two 2 ½ acre lots plus the road right-of-way,  

Request for Warranty Period Correction, Preserve at Baldwin Phase 1 & 2 – Bob Gross asked that the Preserve at Baldwin Phase 1 & 2 be placed back on construction status.  He reported that Preserve at Baldwin Phase 1 and 2 did not meet Township standards simply because they did not meet Township engineering standards.  A motion was made by Jess Hall and seconded by Jeff Dotseth to rescind the former Town Board action of accepting the roads based on the fact that Preserve at Baldwin did not meet our engineering standards.  Motion carried.
